Stylistic Devices – Functions
– arouse the reader’s interest / catch the r.’s attention: titles
“The Right to Be Beautiful”, “Die Unterwasserschreibmaschine”

– make the reader think: paradox (Don’t overuse!)

“Vorwärts in die Fünfziger Jahre”

– create vivid/graphic mental images: metaphors, personifications
“first step on a slippery slope”

– emphasize certain aspects: repetition, parallelism, alliteration

“they were worse fed, worse clothed, worse washed”

– amuse/entertain the reader: euphemism, similes, metaphors

“whose impact on appearance is, um, unproven”
– criticize/satirize: hyperbole

“a bit of lipstick can keep you out of jail”

– evoke (funny) associations

“graduation present of breast enlargement”
